Darius originally was published in Teenagers from the Future: Essays on the Legion of Super-Heroes, an excellent
collection of essays on DC's premier heroic team of the future. Darius tackles the still controversial run from Keith
Giffen who wrote Legion comics in the late 80s and early 90s. Darius makes no bones about where he stands. While
not uncritical about Giffen's writing, Darius shows that his tenure marked a watershed for comics that was not
appreciated at the time. Darius shows how Giffen offered different takes on traditional comic narratives, heroism and
even gender. It's an interesting and thought provoking essay. While Darius might take his argument too far at times,
such as when he says the rebooted Legion's end after a decade was vindication of Giffen's handling of the Legion, this
essay will make readers appreciate Giffen's vision.

Julian Darius dives into and dissects
what is probably the most controversial topic to Legion fans. Keith Giffen's"5 Y ear Gap" period. Debuting in
Adventure Comicsin 1958 the Legion became a fan favorite, eventually becoming lead feature in Adventure for
several years, then over-taking Superboy to eventually become it's own title. Arguably the one comic in history to
sustain a steady storyline for many years, and reaching it's height of popularity with writer Paul Levitz's legendary run
in the 70's - 80's. When artist and writer Keith Giffen took over he took the Legion in a drastically different direction,
along with writers Tom Mary Beirbaum, who eventually took the reigns from Giffen. The one key feature about the
Legion was that, set athousand years in the future, it offered hope of a utopia. Keith created a dystopia that many
didn't care for, feeling he 'ruined' a good thing. While others contend he brought something new and fresh to what had
become a stale concept. Darius' essay takes you inside and deconstructs what happened, where it went, and even some
details you may be surprised by.

No other run divides Legion of Super-Hero fans like Keith Giffens. To detractors, it dismantled everything good about
the series. In this short book, Dr. Julian Darius argues that Giffens run offered an ambitious and unprecedented
response to the growing maturity of super-hero comics one that, far from trashing Legion history, actually respected it.
